HPEEEI) Outline (100words)

More than 85% of blood donations are given to people over the age of 50, yet young people account for only 20%
of donors. As Japan becomes an aging society, more blood donations are needed. In our research, we found
that fewer high school students in Kyoto donate blood compared to Osaka and Hyogo. Moreover, in a survey
conducted at our school, we found only three students had ever given blood and that gift or coupon promotions are
not effective for high school students.
