Proposal for a sustainable “shikake” for bicycle parking lot at Toyonaka High School

Shikake is a trigger that causes a specific action, and it can solve a variety of problems. However, shikake’s
effects weaken overtime. In this study, we examined a shikake to sustain the action of high school students. Focusing
on the bicycle parking lot at Toyonaka High School, we devised a shikake to encourage students, not teachers, to
voluntarily pack their bicycles. From now on, we’ll conduct an experiment using three different posters, and create
