There are many depopulated areas in Hokkaido largely caused by a decreasing birthrate and an aging population.
A consequence is that the number of young people working in primary industries, such as agriculture and fishing, is
decreasing. Analyzing the problems of depopulated areas in Hokkaido and approaching issues concerning housing
for Ukrainian refugees in Japan, we propose a system to accept Ukrainian refugees in depopulated areas in
Hokkaido to help solve labor shortages and promote regional revitalization.
