The Nuclear Abolition Card game is a game in which players experience how states that possess nuclear weapons
behave for the sake of their national interests. We hypothesize that the game will contribute to changing players’
consciousness and developing understanding of nuclear weapons. We conducted questionnaires to 50 students at
Soka High School to compare their awareness of nuclear weapons before and after the game. The questionnaire
concluded that consciousness and interest for nuclear issues increased significantly.
