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| interviewed men who work in emotional labors, which are considered "women's occupations" in Japan,
about the ease and hardships of working in this field. I've found that there are many things that they struggle
with because they are men. There is a gap between the ideal form of society and reality. However, | get the
opinion that men can also take advantage of their strengths and that men are needed as well. Therefore,

there is potential for men to make further entries into emotional labor.
