Using Robots to Eradicate the Loneliness of Elderly People Living Alone

As the number of elderly people living alone is increasing every year, we aimed to alleviate loneliness by utilizing
a communication robot to address the shortage of human resources for caregiving and to enrich the lives of the
elderly. We introduced the robot into an elderly woman'’s life and verified the quantitative and qualitative changes in
the life of this person. The results showed that the presence of the robot was very effective by both increasing
positive feelings in the subject and increasing the number of daily conversations. We believe that these results were

brought about by the positive impression that Japanese people have of robots.
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
