Sustainable land management, Indigenous knowledge, Ainu and the fight against climate change

FEEEH Outline (100 words or less)

Our presentation explores the contribution that indigenous knowledge and practices can make to the fight
against climate change. In particular, the way that indigenous management of natural resources, based
on traditional concepts of sustainability, lowers carbon emissions. We also investigate whether high
school students know of these indigenous concepts and if they thought these concepts and indigenous land
management should be included in the fight against climate change. We also propose future research into
whether or not growing with Ainu culture in Hokkaido has influences support for indigenous sustainable

forest management practices.
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
