Japanese Refugee Recognition System:
A Comparative Study of Validity with Overseas Cases in
Countries that Have Ratified the Refugee Convention

The international situation around Ukraine and Gaza has caused a
surge in refugees. Many countries, including Japan, have estab-
lished refugee acceptance systems based on the Refugee Conven-
tion and UNHCR guidance. However, Japanese low refugee recogni-
tion rates compared to other nations raise doubts about its compliance
with international standards. Therefore, | did a comparative study
with G7 countries, which examined three aspects - refugee recogni-
tion institutions, recognition criteria, and evaluation processes — re-
vealed that Japanese unique system is responsible for its distinct
recognition rate and non-alignment with international standards.
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
