Ratio of Male to Female Students in Global and
Medical Courses
~ Influence by history and surroundings~

This research explores the gender disparity between male and female
students in the medical and global courses at Hokkai-Gakuen Sappo-
ro High School. Despite the high demand for medical professionals,
fewer boys choose the medical course, often influenced by societal
views that associate caregiving roles with women. In contrast, the
global course, offering diverse career paths, has a more balanced
gender ratio. Data from surveys show that career expectations and
stereotypes play a key role in students' decisions. This study proposes
strategies to encourage more boys to consider the medical field
by addressing these biases and broadening career perspectives.
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
