The Effect of Hot Spring Water on Reduction in
Methane Emissions from Rice Cultivation

Rice paddies currently produce 40% of Japan’s total methane
emissions. Methane is a greenhouse gas, as well as a hazard-
ous pollutant. To tackle this problem, this research suggests a
new sustainable agricultural method using Japanese hot spring
water that contains iron in rice paddy fields. The presence of iron
has been proven to interfere with methanogenic activity. This
study will compare methane emissions from the rice crops grown
in hot spring water with those grown in tap water. It is concluded
that although the results are equivocal, hot spring water might
have partly contributed to the reduction of methane emissions.
