To improve health insurance in Africa

In Singapore, the healthcare insurance system is tiered and gen-
erally requires compulsory individual contributions, except for
low-income groups. My research focused on applying this model
in Africa. To facilitate its adoption, the system is designed to be
accessible without the need for an official bank account and op-
erates using mobile money, which has been increasingly popular.
Additionally, while in Singapore, funds from the wealthy and gov-
ernment taxes are redistributed to low-income groups, | pro-
posed a system in which individual donations, mainly from devel-
oped countries, are directly used to cover medical expenses.

What can we do to ensure that everyone can
safely evacuate during disasters?

Recently, many natural disasters are happening in Japan.
For instance, the earthquakes in Noto, Ishikawa Prefecture
occurred in January, 2024. Afterwards, the successful evac-
uation of people with disabilities was emphasized. Also, we
must take measures to prepare for the Nankai Trough
Megaquake that will occur in the future. In this presentation,
we will investigate support in school evacuation centers and
people who are actually involved in the operation of shelters,
and report on the practice of creating shelters where every-
one can evacuate safely.
