From 1988, development stopped, and nature
protection became the policy.

After 2000, the population slowly decreased, and
empty houses increased.

* NPO Nukumori

Runs as a local child-care complex.
Late-night child care is highly needed by
families.

Most facilities close by 7 PM, so demand is
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high after that.
