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We are working with eggshells to reduce CO2, a leading cause 
of global warming. We have two objectives. First, to make 
calcium liquid fertilizer with eggshells. Second, to sell this liquid 
fertilizer and donate the revenue. We participate in open school 
events to receive support and achieve our goal. We hope that 
our subject and working method can be applied widely.

In recent years, education to reduce gender bias has been 
introduced at increasingly younger ages, despite a lack of clear 
evidence regarding the most effective timing and methods. We 
believe that the factors contributing to gender bias vary across 
generations, and therefore, educational approaches should be 
adjusted accordingly. To explore this, we examined generational 
trends in the influence of two main sources: (1) educators such 
as parents and teachers, and (2) people the same age such as 
friends. By analyzing which source has a stronger impact on 
gender bias in each generation, we discuss more appropriate 
timings and methods for gender bias education.
