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Producing Organic Fertilizer using Feather Waste

Annually, about 100 million tons of feather waste are produced
worldwide. Our goal is to use feather-decomposing bacteria to
turn them into organic fertilizer. We conducted a joint research
with Malaysian university students in comparing chicken and
duck feathers, with support received from various companies. In
this research, we aim to produce a fertilizer that is versatile to
the challenges of each region by analyzing the effects of
different types of feather waste on plant growth.
