According to the 2023 National Assessment of Academic Ability,
the correct answer rate for the English “speaking” section
among junior high school students was only 12.4%. This shows
that many Japanese students have difficulty expressing their
thoughts and feelings in English. One reason may be the
psychological barrier to speaking. This study examines whether
this barrier can be lowered through experiences of guiding
foreign tourists in Hiroshima. Based on the results, this study
aims to identify key factors that help students gain confidence in
their English-speaking ability.
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The Influence of Social Media on High School

This study aims to explore the financial awareness and
spending behavior of high school students, focusing on the fact
that many cannot freely purchase what they want. A survey was
conducted among students at a private high school in Fukuoka
to examine how the widespread use of social media influences
students’ perceptions of money and their spending habits. We
aim to clarify the relationship between allowances and social
media usage, and to discuss implications for future consumption
and financial management among teens.
