In order to solve this problem, we focused on two evident
issues: supplies often don't match what people need, and
evacuees feel uncomfortable asking for help.

People can use it to
ask for supplies or other help directly. What's more, staff can
clearly understand what everyone needs and respond right. This
plan will reduce stress for both evacuees and staff, helping to
reduce disaster-related deaths.
