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Some people have died in evacuation shelters due to an 
unbalanced diet. To help prevent this, we are going to promote 
basic knowledge about food stockpiling from a nutritional 
perspective and encourage people to store familiar foods they 
regularly consume. However, home supplies are limited, it is 
difficult to survive there for long-term evacuation. So, we need 
better emergency food for the future. This proposal focuses on 
the elderly and designs a sustainable eating style that supports 
both physical and mental health during long-term shelter life.

Sustainable Emergency Food for the Elderly
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Because urban design focuses mainly on function, many urban 
areas are losing natural elements. Streets and houses are dull 
and monotonous. We are focusing on these problems, and 
thinking how we can incorporate nature into modern society 
effectively from two perspectives below: "design", which 
enriches our lives, and "environmental conservation", which is a 
center of global concern. Based on our research and analysis of 
existing models and consultation with botanical specialists, we 
propose innovative solutions with smart design and high 
functionality. Through this proposal, we envision a new style of 
urban design.
